a. Climate Change proposal – deferred from May mtg
Discussed.  The President asked if there was a motion.  No Motion was made.  End of topic.
b. Northwest Economic Development Course - $1000 + travel
Request was made to send Bill Watson to the Northwest Economic Development Course in Ellensburg WA.  Cost would be $515 for course registration and $485 for room & board at the university plus mileage.

b. CTED Contract
Much discussion of the CTED reporting form for the end of the current 05-07 contract and the contract commitments and reporting obligations for the upcoming 07-09 CTED contract.  

Comments – Don’t allow the reporting form dictate what the SJC-EDC does and needs to do.  We need to be clear on what the objectives of the SJC-EDC is for the next period.  We’ve made good progress over the last six months and we simply need to continue moving in the current direction doing what we are doing.  We need to contact our Legislatures to point out where the current CTED legislation does not match our objectives.  
Keep our eyes open for “Professional Services” zoning issues and services/infrastructure.

MSP  - To provide preliminary approval to Ralph to negotiate and sign the CTED contract with pending review of final contract and ability to amend at a later date.

c. Potential Projects 07-09
Lots of discussion about possible projects for 07-09.  Ralph requested all members to review the list that has previously been sent out as well as items discussed in the meeting and come prepared to close this issue (I.E. decide on specific projects) during the July meeting.
